Constitution
of the

Britannia Square Residents’ Association

1  Membership:

Permanent residents of the Conservation Area known as Britannia Square, Worcester who live in Britannia Square, Albany Terrace and Stephenson Terrace are eligible for membership and such other interested persons as the Committee may approve.  Candidates for membership shall be proposed and seconded by members and may be admitted to membership at the discretion of the Committee.

2  Purpose:

To preserve, protect and enhance the character, environment and amenities of the area known as Britannia Square and so far as relevant other immediate surrounding areas for the benefit of its residents and the City and to this end to co-operate with or make representation to the appropriate local or other authorities and to take any other steps which may appear desirable.
3  Government of Association:

The Association will be governed by a Committee elected annually from its Membership.  The Committee shall be seven elected persons with power to co-opt no more than three further members and shall include the following Officers:

Treasurer

4  Power of Committee:
A Committee majority through the Chair will have power to represent the opinions of the Association to third parties and to take such action as is deemed necessary for the furtherance of the purposes of the Association.

5  Subscriptions:

The Association in General Meeting will fix the subscription rates per household.  There will be two rates: the first for Life membership will be thirty pounds and the second for Annual membership will be five pounds.
6  Special Meetings:

At any time on a requisition signed by ten members a General Meeting shall be called by the Chairman to meet within fourteen days of the receipt of the requisition.
