RE:HEDGE MAINTENANCE SURROUNDING BRITANNIA SQUARE.
Worcestershire County Council is currently working on a project to improve the carriageway of Britannia Square.  Working in partnership with The Royal Grammar School we will also be tackling the overgrown hedge issue.
As you are probably aware, the hedge surrounding the RGS playing field encroaches significantly into the highway, causing vehicles to drive closer to cars parked in the residents parking bays. 

During the week commencing 8th August the hedge will be hand cut by Worcestershire highways operatives and RGS staff, all arisings from the hedge will be collected and disposed of. The cost of these works will be met by RGS. The hedge, after it has been cut will look stark as a lot of the greenery on the outside will have been removed, this should grow back next spring and future maintenance by RGS will less intense, leaving a tidy and healthy hedge that doesn’t encroach on the highway.

Two days have been allocated for this task, it may be necessary to ask that cars are moved while we cut the hedge back in order not to damage them.
