3. BSRA Website

Robin issued a design for the home page and a website page plan and explained his ideas.  Robin can organise the building of the website which will be accessed at www.britanniasquare.org
This web address has already been purchased and a dummy home page with potential sponsors’ logos is now visible:
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Content for the website will be managed and loaded by Robin through the facilities of his company to ensure security and control and will be refreshed with new information at regular intervals.  Ian Terry will provide existing and historical documents and images for the initial load and will collate future submissions to Robin.
Robin advised the likely costs of web hosting at around £100 p.a.  We agreed that we should attempt to cover the running costs of the website by displaying sponsors’ logos wherever practical on the website.  We felt that Knight Frank, Andrew Grant and Majestic Wines were suitable potential sponsors whom we believed might be willing to pay for their logos to be displayed.  Following discussions at the meeting and subsequently we agreed to seek £200 p.a. from each sponsor but would accept a smaller sum if offered.
